The purpose of this meeting is to decide on the BIA budget for 2009 and general 
program for year. The best way to participate in the decisions which your BIA is 
making on your behalf is to get involved. 
 
No proxies : However, we will allow a representative to vote on behalf of one  
business or one property owner, provided that representative is not a member of 
the BIA, for example, an elderly property owner sends his son or daughter. Or, the 
manager of the bank appears to vote on behalf of the business. 
  
The principle is that no one in the room shall have more than one vote; that's why 
the person representing a business or property owner cannot be a member of the 
BIA. 
 
Ownership/Voting, for example: 
A husband and wife represent one ownership entity and therefore only get one vote 
between them (regardless of how many businesses or properties they own under 
that entity). 
 
If the husband alone owned the business and the husband and wife jointly owned 
the property, the husband would vote for the business and the wife would vote for

Canada Election  Day on  
Tuesday October 14, 2008 

 
As you all know the federal election will take place on Tuesday, 
October 14th and I thought you may find this informative just in 
case some of your members have an inquiry of you. 
  

Employees who qualify to vote are entitled to have three consecutive hours at the beginning or 
end of their normal workday in which to vote on that day. This is a requirement under the Canada 
Elections Act. Polls in Ontario (Greater Toronto area –Eastern  daylight time) will be open from 
9:30 a.m. to 9:30 p.m. on Election Day.  
 
If an employee's hours of work prevent him or her from having three consecutive voting hours, 
the employee shall be allowed the time for voting that is necessary to provide those three con-
secutive hours.  
 
Where an employee has three consecutive hours that fall within the voting hours (i.e., 9:30 a.m. 
to 9:30 p.m.) but falls outside of his or her work hours, there is no obligation to provide paid time 
off from work. 
 
For example, if an employee works from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m., the employee is not entitled to time off. 
If an employee works from 7:30 a.m. to 7:30 p.m., the  employee may ask for an hour off to leave 
work at  6:30 p.m. so that he/she would have three consecutive hours in which to vote, that is 
from 6:30 p.m. to 9:30 p.m. Any required time off is provided at the convenience of the employer.  
 
Employees who need time off to vote on Election Day should ask their manager or supervisor for 
the time off and it will be approved. Employees will not lose any pay providing that they receive  
approval before taking the time off. 
 
Advance polling days for the federal election are October 3, 4 and 6. Employees who work on 
shift hours are encouraged to consider taking advantage of the advance polling days.

The "Accessibility for  
Ontarians with Disabilities 
Act" (AODA) is new  
legislation that applies to  
hundreds of thousands of 

businesses in Ontario, as well as to community groups 
and public services. The AODA aims to remove many of 
the barriers  people experience in public and  
commercial areas. 
 
People with disabilities are a growing consumer  
market in Canada. Nationally people with disabilities  
account for an estimated $25 billion a year in  
consumer spending and influence the spending  
decisions of twelve to fifteen million other Canadians.  
Over one-in-eight Ontarians have disabilities that keep 
them from more fully participating in society. 
 
That will only increase as baby boomers move into their 
senior years. According to Statistics Canada by 2025 
the number of Ontarians with disabilities will grow to 
about 1 in 5.  
 
The Response :  
OBIAA and TABIA, in partnership with the Ministry of 
Community and Social Services are developing  
resources to help small businesses increase their 
awareness of accessibility and to promote accessibility 
best practices in their businesses.  
TABIA represents the local small business community 
on the Customer Service Standards Development  
Committee which is presently creating proposed  
accessibility standards for the AODA
