BIP is for owners 
and operators of industrial, commercial and multi-
residential buildings of all sizes. 
 

Substantial incentives mean a great investment opportunity  
BIP incentives of up to $800/kW (or 10¢/kWh, whichever is greater) are available, capped at 50 per cent of the total 
project cost. Qualifying projects involve energy efficiency savings achieved from retrofit measures, and may include: 
Industrial process improvements, Equipment replacement, e.g. chillers, fans, pumps, HVAC redesign, e.g. free cooling 
or ice storage, Variable-speed drive motor controls, Building envelope improvements, Building automation systems, 
Deep lake water cooling, Natural gas-fired generators. Other technologies or products that improve the energy effi-
ciency of a facility load or shift such load to off-peak periods, such as combined heat and power (CHP), solar photo-
voltaic (solar PV) and solar water heating. BIP also offer an energy-efficient lighting incentive up to $400/kW (or 5¢/
kWh, whichever is greater) for qualifying lighting projects. Incentives are capped at 50 per cent of the total project cost, 
except in the case of multi-residential in-suite lighting retrofits, where the incentive paid will not exceed the material 
cost of the project.

It's important that you apply for your BIP incentive before you start your project. All projects must receive approval 
before they commence.

The City of Toronto has introduced new online services for businesses requiring a 
licence or a permit. 
The two new online services that will help most businesses located in BIAs are: 
Online A-Frame Applications and Online License Renewal Payment. 
Part of 311, the new online application for A-Frame signs allows qualifying busi-
nesses to apply for a temporary sign permit online. Provided all the necessary infor-
mation accompanies the online application, the permit can be issued without having 
the customer come to a city office in person. 
The second new online tool assists current licensed businesses in renewing their an-
nual licenses. The online license renewal payment system gives licensed businesses 
the ability to pay for most license renewals without having to come down to the li-

censing office. It’s fast, easy and convenient. This renewal is especially useful for taxi drivers, stationary business op-
erators and others whose licence renewal simply involves payment of the renewal fee.
